Santa Monica based Workman has been involved in filmmaking and theater for over 25 years. He has lectured extensively throughout the United States and was on the faculty of the USC film school.

His theatrical short, Precious Images, won an Academy Award in 1986 for Best Live Action Short.  Workman has been commissioned to create short film montages for 10 Academy Awards presentations.  His work will be featured again at this year’s Oscars on March 7, 2010.
 
Workman is commonly credited with inventing the modern movie trailer.  He has produced some of the most memorable and iconic trailers for films like Star Wars, Close Encounters of the Third Kind, and American Graffiti.  As a feature-length film director, his credits include The Source, a documentary on the Beat Generation featuring Johnny Depp and John Turturro; and A House on a Hill, starring Phillip Baker Hall, Laura San Giacomo, and Henry Rollins.
