A paved trail takes you to 

     top of the point, where you can have a stunning view of the Channel 

     Islands, and often see whales and seals. The trail drops down into lovely

     Dume Cove and travels next to the water for a mile or so until you reach 

     Paradise Cove where we will dine at the Paradise Beach Café prior to our 

     return trip.
